1. AWE: THE HONEYMOON STAGE

2. AGGRESSIVENESS: THE HOSTILITY STAGE
3. ARROGANCE: THE SUPERIORITY STAGE

4. APPRECIATION: THE RECOVERY STAGE

5. ADJUSTED: THE IDENTIFICATION STAGE

& even touches

B. SOCIAL — language, diet, health, physical
environment, climate, etc.

SYMPTOMS OF CULTURE SHOCK

RELATING TO THE MISSIONARY
Excessive concern over germs & illness
Fear of physical contact with locals
Absent-minded “tropical stare”
Homesickness
Rejection of self

SYMPTOMS OF CULTURE SHOCK

Rejection of the host country
Rejection of homeland; ‘going native’
Rejection of people who sent the m|SS|onary
Rejection of the Lord’s church
Rejection of God
