we will owe approximately one million dollars,and as you know even the interest
on that sum of money is great. We are hoping that we can repay that loan in
twelve months by requesting congregations or individuals to send $500.00 per
month to the Memphis School for twelve months; so that we can pay off that
debt and thus also eliminate the interest. | do not believe that amount would hurt
anyone, but it would help the Memphis School of preaching tremendously!

We do not want to “ride a good horse to death” but if we could have a
number of congregations, or individuals, to send $500.00 per month for twelve
months to the Memphis School of Preaching, it would help us solve a great
problem, and lift a heavy burden from the shoulders of MSOP

The Stanton, Tennessee congregation, with attendance in the twenties
and thirties, purposed to send MSOP $500.00 per month for twelve months
of 2007. They have already sent $500.00 for January as well as February. This
congregation has already given between sixty and one hundred thousand
dollars in assisting us in the building of our new school building, and the N. B.
Hardeman library. When we began construction on the student housing, the
church at Stanton gave five thousand dollars, and now is giving $500.00 per
month during the twelve months of 2007, and it would not surprise me that
after this commitment is fulfilled they very likely may give another lump sum to
assist the Lord's work done by the Forest Hill congregation and her work done
through the Memphis School of Preaching.

In the last sixteen years, seldom has there been a worship service or
Bible study at Stanton but that three times on Sunday, and at Wednesday Bible
study we have publicly prayed for the Memphis School of Preaching. We need
the prayers of faithful brethren most of all (Phi. 4:6; Jas. 5:16).

Thank you so very much, in advance, for considering these matters. We
especially request your prayers, and we shall continue to pray for you, and we
request that you pray for us.
